Howard traveled to England for six weeks of ministry beginning in July. He had excellent meetings with many of the mes-
sages focused on being disciples of the Kingdom of God and being delivered from the Spirit of Religion. The Lord contin-
ues to clarify the profound significance of understanding all that it means to be a “True Disciple” of the Kingdom with its
privileges and responsibilities. This includes understanding how the Spirit of Religion operates, how insidious and perva-
sive it is, and how we are all affected by it. Exposing and defeating that spirit is a great battle, but we are seeing much fruit
born in those who are getting free.

“From Holocaust to Living Hope”

At the end of the UK tour, Janet joined me to host our annual “From Holocaust to Living Hope” Prophetic Journey of
Redemption tour of Holocaust memorial sites in Poland, culminating with a communion service at the infamous "Selection
Point" at the Auschwitz II/Birkenau death camp. For those of you who do not know about these journeys, they are truly
amazing times that are difficult to put into words. These are not like typical mission trips or other kinds of ministry oppor-
tunities, because they touch something in the realm of the spirit that is part of God’s end-time prophetic purposes.

This year was even more profound because we were joined by Pastor Werner Oder, whose father was second in command
of the SS “Einsatzgruppen” (mobile killing squads) training school in Rabka, Poland. These were the SS troops directly re-
sponsible for murdering over 1 million Jewish men, women and children. Through a series of marvelous divine appoint-
ments we met Pastor Werner, heard his amazing testimony of salvation and deliverance from the demonic strongholds of his
Austrian family’s history and his call to stand with the Jewish people against their enemies.

Together we led the "Communion at the Selection Point" service. As part of that time of prayer and repentance, he and
his wife Avril washed our feet as they wept over the sins of his family and over all those responsible for the Holocaust. It
was, for Janet and I a moment that defies description. As if that was not
enough, as we stood together in prayer, Pastor Werner held over our
heads a cross he had fashioned out of pieces of barbed wire from the
camp fence. This cross symbolizes at once both the horrors of the Holo-
caust and the only thing in the world that can redeem us, the cross where
the Jewish Messiah Himself died to bring redemption to all mankind. As
we stood together at this place of evil and death, this Austrian son of a
mass murderer and a Jewish believer in Jesus, with the barbed wire
- cross held over our heads, we were a living symbol of what that cross
has accomplished and will yet accomplish; true forgiveness and re-
demption, the One New Man. As we together held this cross over our
heads, people began to point to the sky above us. There, directly over-
head, a cross formed in the sky. It looked like it could have been formed by two planes leaving an exhaust trail, but there
were no planes in sight, and it only appeared when we were holding that barbed wire cross and praying for God’s redemp-
tive purposes to be completed!

Beloved friends, it is impossible for us to put into words what that experience was like and what God is doing through this
ministry in Poland. We pray that the Holy Spirit will reveal to you what your place with us should be. We will be putting
many other pictures of last summer’s trip on the website. Please also pray and ask the Lord if He wants you to join us
next August as we once again undertake this Prophetic Journey of Redemption.



“On The Road Again”

After nearly 3 months away, we returned home for 5 days and then began a month long ministry trip to New York City.
Our first stop was Charlotte, to teach a ten hour seminar to 3" year students at the FIRE School of Ministry on
“Defeating the Spirit of Religion.” That seminar was videoed and is available from our ministry on DVD. From there we
drove to Jersey City, NJ, New York City, Washington DC, Raleigh and Charlotte, NC. At each meeting the Holy
Spirit met us and encouraged the Body of Christ to press on to maturity as disciples of the Kingdom of God. We are so
grateful to the Lord for all of the favor He showed us, as we travelled 2,000 miles without incident and had many blessed
opportunities to serve His purposes with leaders and individuals who are following their call to service for the King!

We flew north to Minneapolis where we were actively engaged in ministering to leaders, worship teams, and congrega-
tions. The Lord is doing wonderful things at the Seed of Abraham Messianic Congregation and A Glorious Church in
Monticello.

This could be a sig-
nificant opportunity to impact the entire underground Church in China which has tens of millions of believers. Would
you pray about investing in this ministry?
